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North Fork Regional Pump Station Project — Special Rate District

The North Fork Regional Pump Station Project is proceeding in design
through our consultant Whitman, Requardt & Associates. The project will allow
for the abandonment of the existing Camelot Wastewater Treatment Plant and
includes the construction of two pump stations (Camelot Pump Station and North
Fork Regional Pump Station), and the related force mains and gravity sewers.

The project is necessary to abandon the Camelot Wastewater Treatment
Plant which has exceeded its useful life, and to handle wastewater generated by
proposed development in the area. The project was developed with the under-
standing that new growth within this area would pay for their corresponding share
of the project. The ACSA would pay for the respective share of the project asso-
ciated with existing customers. Initially it was envisioned that the developers
would enter into an agreement with the ACSA which would allow them capacity
within the pumps stations. Due to the current economy, only one of the organiza-
tions, planning development in the area, has expressed an interest in paying
prior to construction completion.

To recover the cost of the project associated with construction, engineer-
ing, land/easement acquisition and financing, the ACSA is proposing to create a
Special Rate District within the area to be served by the project. The district will
be divided into two zones delineated as the North Rate Zone and the South Rate
Zone. These rate zones, as shown on the attached drawing, correspond to the
geographical divide created by the North Fork of the Rivanna River. The limits of
the South Rate Zone will generally include the properties within the jurisdictional




area from Airport Road/Profitt Road to the North Fork of the Rivanna River. The
limits of the North Rate Zone will extend from the North Fork of the Rivanna River
north to the growth area boundary, as depicted in the Comprehensive Plan. The
proposed connection charge will be computed for each of the zones by dividing
the total zone project and financing costs by the anticipated number of equivalent
residential connections in the zone. The Special Rate District connection fees
will be assessed in addition to the current connection fees.

As discussed at the September ACSA Board Meeting, the proposed Spe-
cial Rate District connection fees will be calculated using the most current cost
estimates in December 2009 and be adjusted after construction completion.

Fats, Oil & Greases (FOG)

Fats, oils and grease pose a significant problem to the area’s wastewater
collection and treatment system. The build-up of these contaminants cause
sewer back-ups and sanitary sewer overflows. The ACSA spends considerable
resources on investigating and cleaning sanitary sewers. In addition to plugging
sanitary sewers, fats, oil and grease can hinder pump station operation and
wastewater treatment plant processes.

Over the last several months the ACSA has been developing a FOG Pro-
gram which includes rules and regulations and educational materials. A greater
concentrated effort has been made by the ACSA to reduce the amount of FOG
discharged into the wastewater collection system from area businesses. The ef-
fort will extend to area residents who contribute FOG through the grinding of food
waste in garbage disposals and the pouring of greases and oils down sink drains.
FOG can be reduced through proper disposal.

Mandatory Connection Policy
