For over 25 years, Albemarle County has been
protecting water resources by telling others what
to do — and, more often, what not to do. Lately,
however, the County has been practicing what it
preaches through the implementation of a number
of projects that decrease the impact of its office
property on local waterways — specificaly
Schenk’s Branch. In addition to having direct
environmenta benefits, these projects serve as an
example to citizens and the development commu-
nity as to the various techniques through which
stormwater runoff from buildings and parking lots
can be reduced, captured and utilized, or treated.

The map on the other side of this page
indicates the locations of six different features —
some more complex and expensive, others smple
and low-cost — that you could consider adding to
your home, your office, or your next 3,000-acre
mixed-use devel opment.

Despite these demonstration projects, the
County office building still generates a large
quantity of unmanaged stormwater runoff. This
is due to the fact that the building (formerly Lane
High School) was constructed prior to current
stormwater management requirements. Nonethe-
less, the County will continue to seize future op-
portunities to incorporate additional projects
throughout our properties.
