NOTE: The original 2000 Census contained an undercount that occurred in block groups comprising University 
housing. The figures here are revised estimates.

Population by Age Group
The population is aging with the elderly (65+) increasing by 4,517 (84%) and the experienced work force (45-
64) increasing by 7,191 (59%) between 1990-2000.  This aging is consistent with the national Baby Boomer 
trend.  The percentage of the population older than 65 has increased from 8 to 12 percent of the total 
population while the 45-64 cohort has increased from 18 to 23 percent between 1990 and 2000.
